FY 2000


The Investigative Committee is comprised of three Board Members that meet in conjunction with every Board meeting.  The committee completed an investigative information pamphlet, case disposition guidelines and review of other department policies and procedures.  The committee’s goals for next Fiscal Year 2001, 1) to rework the existing pamphlet “Your Rights Before The Board of Nursing”, 2) to continue updating policies and procedures for case assignment and prioritization, 3) to draft a policy and procedure for handling time delays in case investigation and to add more case outcome data to the annual report.


Calendar year 2000 saw 706 cases opened.  All staff positions have been filled at this time.  Job functions have been analyzed and reassignments have occurred.  The Impaired Provider Program remained contracted to the Kansas Nurse Assistance Program, Inc.  The number of participants in FY 2000 remains at approximately 130.
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
