Nursing And Mental Health Technician Education Programs

Admissions and Readmissions

The FY2000 admissions to the professional nursing programs had a minimal decrease and there was a decrease in the practical nursing programs. The decrease for the practical nursing programs was also about five percent. Readmissions were the opposite for the programs.  Total number of admissions to professional nursing programs has dropped since FY1993.   Readmissions decreased in the professional programs but increased in the practical nursing programs.
