Johnston kept her license active until the 1980s.

Finance Committee

The May Finance Committee was called to order
by Mark Steadham Vice-Chairperson on May 14,
2003 at 8:35 a.m. in the Board of Nursing Library,
Room 1051 at the Landon State Office Building.
The minutes from the February 2003 meeting were
reviewed and approved. Mary Blubaugh stated that
Online License Verification Database was effective
March 3, 2003. Between January 1, 2003 and
March 3, 2003 requests for in house verifications
were 428. Between March 3, 2003 to April 30, 2003
the requests had decreased to 247 for in house
verifications. On line License Verification received
150 requests in March and 183 requests in April. It
was reported that a one-year contract was
negotiated with AccessKansas.

Ms. Blubaugh reported that the cost to move the
office had totaled $38,723 with a few remaining
chairs to order. She reported that KSBN is
currently under budget and $62,000 from KSIP
account was put in a line of the budget based on the
recommendation of the Budget Analyst.

Adrian Guerrero was present to discuss the
purchase of a new back-up system that would allow
for future growth. He proposed an external system
that will back up all domains and be more
automated. Tapes will be stored at the Kansas
State Historical Society. Mr. Guerrero stated that
DISC has been involved in analyzing the system
and recommends this option as the most efficient
and cost effective. It was approved to purchase a
back up system for data retention not to exceed
$15,000.

Adrian Guerrero also discussed the purchase of a
domain controller file server that holds security,
printing, and legal files. He explained the small
size of the present server and proposed purchasing
a new server system that allows for growth. The
current sytem is becoming obsolete and will not
support a new operating system. The cost is
estimated at $18,000 to $20,000. It was approved to
purchase a server to enhance the network system
for $21,000 or less.

Ms. Blubaugh gave an update on the budget
appeal, stating that the agency did not receive the
requested enhancements. The appropriations were
increased by $11,000 for FY04 and 05 due to salary
increase of 1.5%. A decrease in budget is necessary
for FY04 due to the 5.9% cut that all fee-funded
agencies were required to do. The following
opportunities to reduce the budget were discussed:

1. Salaries will be reduced by $1,000 if the Board
reduces the number of meetings from 5 to 4.

2. By decreasing the number of Nurse Practice
Acts the cost for printing and mailing will be
reduced by $6,000. It was discussed that they
quickly outdate and they are available on line
at no cost.

3. Repair costs will be reduced by $5,000 due to
new office space.

4. Travel expenses will be reduced by $2,000 by
sending only two board members/staff to
delegate assembly.

5. Fees will be reduced by decreasing number of
subscriptions to professional magazines.

6. Professional fees (hearing officer, etc.) will be
reduced by $1,000.

7. Supply costs will be reduced by ordering
supplies at the end of this FY (03).

8. Capital outlay will not be spent.

he above savings achieved will total around
$83,202.

Teresa Harder inquired about an increase in
fees. M. Blubaugh stated an increase in fees is not
necessary at this time as the decrease in budget is
due to the Governors recommendation rather than
a shortage of fee monies.

Kansas Nurses Have the Opportunity to Help

The National Council of State Boards of Nursing
(NCSBN) is responsible for developing the NCLEX-
RN® and NCLEX-PN® licensing examinations by
utilizing contributions from nurse clinicians and
educators. NCSBN encourages all nurses to become
involved in the development of the exams by
participating in the item (question) development
program. Qualifications for participation are listed
below.

Serving on an NCLEX® item writing or review
panel is an excellent opportunity to network with
nurses from across the country, contribute to
continuing excellence in nursing practice, and
build new skills that are useful for professional
growth.

Item development sessions are held throughout
the year and include the item writing and item
review panels. Item writing panelists are
responsible for creating new test items that may
later appear on one of the exams. Item review
panelists examine both newly created and older
items to help decide if the items are current and
relevant to entry-level nursing practice.

All item development panels are held in
Chicago, Illinois, and generally last 3-4 consecutive
days. Panelists stay downtown in a deluxe hotel
surrounded by the shopping and theater districts.
Most travel and food expenses are covered and new
panelists receive more than 30 CEUs for their
participation.

Licensure staff reports an increase in returned
applications. There are several consistent errors
that require returns. Either the individual does not
enter the list of continuing nursing education
(CNE) contact hours on the second page of the
application or enters CNE was completed before
the current renewal period.

Other licensees neglect to sign the application. A
few do not answer all the questions. And a small
number of applicants do not include the fee.
Individuals renewing two or more licenses do not
submit the correct fees for all classifications of
licensure being renewed. Some of these problems
mean that the licensee must complete another
application.

The CNE hours are waived to graduates who
obtained their initial license in Kansas, who are
renewing for the first time following licensure by
examination and for those who reinstated or
endorsed less than 9 months ago.

We are providing the following checklist to assist
individuals with the renewal process.

ITEM WRITERS

Item writers create the multiple-choice questions,
or items, used for the NCLEX® examination. To
qualify, you must be:

1) Currently licensed in the jurisdiction where
you practice.

2) A registered nurse (RN) with a master’s or
higher degree (for NCLEX-RN® exam) or a
licensed practical/vocational nurse (LPN/VN)
or RN (for NCLEX-PN® exam.)

3) Responsible for teaching basic/undergraduate
students in the clinical area OR currently
employed in clinical nursing practice AND
working directly with nurses who have
entered practice within the last 12 months.

LPN/VNs who plan to take the NCLEX-RN
examination within two years of service with
NCSBN do not qualify for participation.

ITEM REVIEWERS
Item reviewers review the items that are created
by item writers. To qualify, you must be:

1) Currently licensed in the jurisdiction where
you practice.

2) An RN (for NCLEX-RN® exam) or an
LPN/VN or RN (for NCLEX-PN® exam.)

3) Currently employed in clinical nursing
practice AND working directly with nurses
who have entered nursing practice during
the past 12 months.

LPN/VNs who plan to take the NCLEX-RN
examination within two years of service with
NCSBN do not qualify for participation.

Individual Offering Approval (I0A) Forms are
used to apply for CNE credit on an individual
basis.

The
offering objectives and agenda MUST be sent with
IOA form to receive credit. If you are applying for
credit after the offering, a copy of a certificate or
verification of attendance must be attached.

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Licensure by Endorsement

Endorsement is the process by which a nurse,
who passed the NCLEX Examination and became
licensed in another state, may obtain licensure in
the State of Kansas.

The Kansas State Board of Nursing processes
approximately 1,000 applicants for licensure by
endorsement annually. With this volume it is
important for employers and nurses to know a few
facts about the endorsement process:

< Licensure in Kansas is mandatory to practice

nursing. The practice of nursing in the state of
Kansas without a license is a violation of
statute. Applicants may not practice
professional or practical nursing in Kansas
until licensed by the Kansas State Board of
Nursing.

< Licensure in another state, territory, or

country does not grant applicants the

privilege of practicing nursing in Kansas.

% Graduation from a state approved/accredited
program in registered professional or
practical nursing and licensure by
examination in another jurisdiction is
required for licensure by endorsement in
Kansas.

The application process for licensure by
endorsement requires that the nurse complete and
submit to the Kansas State Board of Nursing the
Endorsement Application and appropriate fee.

A 120-day temporary permit to practice may be
issued upon receipt of evidence that the nurse is
currently licensed in another state. A copy of a
current license must be submitted with the
Endorsement Application to receive a 120-day
temporary permit.

The Kansas State Board of Nursing requires
verification from the original state of licensure
prior to issuing a permanent license in Kansas.
Some states are participating in Nursys, a web-
based license verification database. If the nurse’s
original state of licensure is not participating in
Nursys, the nurse must request license verification
directly from their original state of licensure. A
request form is provided as part of the
Endorsement Application.
