The Education Committee met December 2003
and February 2004 and the report of the meetings
will be reported in the fall newsletter.

Education Committee

December 2003: The Board of Nursing took
action on the following educational matters:

Applications for candidates petitioning the
Board to retest were reviewed. The petitions for
Adrienne Adams, Crystal Byrdick, Mary Holloway,
Lakessha Jones, Aire Wilson, Kristy Yarger and
Rosanna Lock were approved pending receipt of
other requirements. The petition for Rosalind
Thompson was deferred.

Curriculum Requests approved:

Fort Scott Community College request to change
in the number of students to be admitted to the
nursing education program from 25 to 30.

Hutchinson Community College request to
change nursing curriculum for the paramedic
articulation program.

Mid America Nazarene University request to
change curriculum.

Washburn University curriculum request to add
courses and have courses for PN students in the
generic program courses and online delivery
courses.

Survey Reports:

The survey report from the new practical
nursing program at Garden City Community
College was approved.

The resurvey report from the practical nursing
program at Manhattan Technical College was
accepted.

Other:

The request of a South Dakota school of nursing
program to do clinicals in Kansas, which was
originally presented to the Board at the September
2003 meeting, was discussed and accepted.

NCLEX Item Development Panels

The National Council of State Boards of
Nursing has again selected Kansas nurses to serve
on NCLEX item development panels. Tamara
Stuhlsatz, Wamego, was selected as an alternate
for the NCLEX-RN examination item review
section for May. Susan Washburn, Lawrence, was
selected as an alternate for NCLEX-PN session in
June.

CNE Committee Report

Pratt Regional Medical Center has been
approved as a long term CNE provider by the
Board. Med-Ed has relinquished their providership.

The CNE committee received a response on
questions referred to the Practice Committee: The
Practice Committee, after discussion, recommends
to the CNE Committee the following: Neither Feng
Shui or Massage Therapy are the protected practice
of nursing. They are alternative therapies used by
nursing and other disciplines and are not taught
but are mentioned in some school curriculums. The
Practice Committee believes that on an individual
basis, Massage Therapy should be considered for
CNE credit. The Practice Committee believes that
Feng Shui should not be considered for credit. The
recommendations of the Practice Committee were
accepted by the Board.

December Finance
Committee

The December Finance Committee was called to
order December 17, 2003 at 8:30 a.m. in room 108
of Landon State Office Building by Tamara
Hutchison, Vice-Chair. There were no additions/
revisions to the agenda and the September minutes
were approved as written.

M. Blubaugh stated the new firewall has been
received and will be installed next month. She also
reported that KSBN was asked to host a class
conducted by DISC to train IT staff on system
backing. DISC used the board library in exchange
for attendance to the class by KSBNs IT staff. dJ.
Jones, President of KSNA, commended M.
Blubaugh and the Board on the level of technology
being used by the Board. M. Blubaugh explained
that the next advance to be made is scanning of
documents. The staff is currently testing scanning
capabilities with Change of Name Certificates,
Address Changes, PIN Number requests, and
Affidavit of Duplicate License forms. A. Guerrero
explained how the agency intranet can be used to
access scanned documents and discussed possible
need to acquire a more robust scanner in order to
move to scanning of all documents, including
applications.

M. Blubaugh discussed supplemental increase
for FY04 and FYO05 budgets primarily due to rent
increases. The increase was $31,000 for FY04 and
$27,000 for FY05. She also stated that KSIP was
budgeted for Delegate Assembly that will be held in
Kansas City August 2004.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:05 a.m.

Renewal Application Returns

Licensure staff reports an increase in returned
applications. There are several consistent errors
that require returns. Either the individual does not
enter the list of continuing nursing education
(CNE) contact hours on the second page of the
application or enters CNE was completed before
the current renewal period.

Other licensees neglect to sign the application. A
few do not answer all the questions. And a small
number of applicants do not include the fee.
Individuals renewing two or more licenses do not
submit the correct fees for all classifications of
licensure being renewed. Some of these problems
mean that the licensee must complete another
application.

The CNE hours are waived to graduates who
obtained their initial license in Kansas, who are
renewing for the first time following licensure by
examination and for those who reinstated or
endorsed less than 9 months ago.

Item development sessions are held throughout
the year and include the item writing and item
review panels. Item writing panelists are
responsible for creating new test items that may
later appear on one of the exams. Item review
panelists examine both newly created and older
items to help decide if the items are current and
relevant to entry-level nursing practice.

All item development panels are held in
Chicago, Illinois, and generally last 3-4 consecutive
days.
